WHEREAS, each day as many as 500,000 manufacturing jobs go unfilled across the United 
States  because of a lack of skill; and 
  
WHEREAS, Tallahassee Community College specifically through the College’s Division of 
Workforce Development – Advanced Manufacturing Training Center (AMTC)  Programs and the 
Division of Business, Industry and Technology (BIT)   – Associate in Science (AS) Engineering 
Technology (ET) Degree and College Credit Certificate Programs that provide numerous 
training opportunities to students, incumbent workers and employers throughout Gadsden, Leon
