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Answers: 
1. From qE to qd.  The price ceiling causes a movement along the demand

curve, changing the quantity demanded.

2. No change.  The change in price does not shift the demand curve.  A change
in price never shifts either curve.

3. From qE to qa.  The price ceiling causes a movement along the supply curve,
changing the quantity supplied.

4. No change.  The change in price does not shift the supply curve.
